WHEREAS the SGPS Council has previously approved a report produced by a special committee 
supporting unionization;

Be it resolved that the SGPS fully supports the unionization efforts of TAFA.

We at the SGPS hope to open lines of communication between TAFA organizers and other TAs and TFs 
on campus in order to better inform our members and the campus community about TAFA and the benefits 
it is seeking to secure for our members.

We are pleased that TAFA has undertaken to organize our members for the purpose of providing a student 
voice into TA and TF packages; securing better terms for our members; avoiding arbitrary changes to TA 
and TF packages; establishing a more transparent TA and TF system; and minimizing the impact of budget 
cuts on our members.
